Theyare to be avoided in very
steep terrain.

Aa consequence of arming during the dayand solar radiation there il be an increase in the danger of
8t avalanches. This applies in particular on ast, south and east facing slopes in all altitude pnes, as all
as on shadyslopes beloapproximatel\2200 m. h addition a certain danger of gliding avalanches exists.
This applies in particular on steep grassyslopes in the regions ith a lot of snowBckountrytours, off-
piste skng and ascents to alpine cabins should be started earlyand concluded timely
